ANNEX I : APPLICATION FOR VISA APPROVAL LETTER FOR STUDENT ABROAD 

(APPLYING DIRECT TO EMGS) 

START 

(NOTE 1) 
You apply for EMGS Approval Letter via 

https://educationmalaysia.gov.my/ 

You receive offer letter from Universiti 
Malaysia Pahang Al-Sultan Abdullah 

PASS 

You can use the application tracker on 
EMGS Hub in Apps Store/ Play Store to 
keep track of your application status. 

The student plans their trip and arrival 

The student download the copy of eVAL

The student submit all documents 
required for mobility pass sticker 
application at Visa Unit UMPSA 

NOTE 2 
The student must apply Single Entry 
Visa (SEV)/ eVISA within 6 months 
from the issuance of eVAL at the 
Malaysian Embassy/ Consulate of 
Malaysia. 

NOTE 1 
1) Create an account on the EMGS 
website. 

2) Create Student Pass Application 
(Refer to Annex III) 
3) You will be issued with an 
application number and will be able 
to visit your account to monitor 
application progress. 
4) The approval process may take up 
to 30 working days. EMGS and Host 
institution may request additional 
documents in this period, and delays 
in submitting the requested 
documents may affect you eVAL 
issuance. 

NOTE 5 
Within 7 working days of student's 
arrival in Malaysia, he/she is required 
to undergo a post arrival medical 
screening at any recommended clinic 
by UMPSA. The complete medical 
report will have to be verified by 
UMPSA Medical Officer. 

NOTE 4 
All passengers arriving at a Malaysian 
port of entry are checked through 
Immigration Control. The students 
shall ensure that he/she brings all the 
documents together in the hand 
luggage: 
1) UMPSA Offer Letter 
2) eVAL (Electronic Visa Approval 
Letter) 
3) Passport 
4) Contact person and phone number 
of any UMPSA Officer

The student complete registration at 

UMPSA 

(NOTE 4) 
The student arrives Malaysia 

(NOTE 3) 
The student receives Single Entry 

Visa/eVISA to enter Malaysia 

(NOTE 2) 
The student apply Single Entry Visa 

(SEV)/eVISA at Malaysia Representative 
Office 

NOTE 3 
Travel to Malaysia must be made 
within 3 months from the date of 
Single Entry Visa (SEV)/eVISA is 
approved. Please ensure the arrival 
date is during weekdays (Monday - 
Friday) and within the registration 
period (not more than 7 days before 
registration date).
